Frequently Asked Questions about the Health Careers Summer Camp Application Process

What is the total cost of camp?

The total cost of this camp is $50.00. All of the Area Health Education Center (AHEC) camps are sponsored by
AHECs and in some regions also by area health care systems. This camp costs the sponsors about $600.00 per
student. By having sponsors we are able to keep the cost of this camp to only the non-refundable confirmation
fee of $50.00 to you the student. Financial assistance is available if needed.

Who can attend camp?

Health careers summer camp is for high school students entering into 9" through 12" grade in the fall of 2012.
Students who have graduated high school are encouraged to contact their regional office to learn of future
counselor opportunities.

Is this a day camp or an overnight camp?

This camp is an overnight camp. Camp runs from Sunday to Thursday. Students are required to stay on
campus. Camp activities start in the morning and run into the evenings. Due to the camp schedule no
exceptions to the overnight stay are able to be made.

What is considered a complete application?

A complete camp application is the Student Information Page, Student Personal Statement (online) and the
Teacher Reference Math or Science and the Teacher Reference English or Fine Arts (Online). A health
occupations teacher can be one of the references. The students application will not be considered until all of the
above forms are received by the AHEC regional office.

Do the teacher reference sheets need to be included with the student portion of the application?

No. Teacher references are now done online. Students will need to direct those teachers to the NEWAHEC
website at www.newahec.org. Once a teacher has completed the reference form it is directly emailed to the
camp director. The teacher reference form must be completed by the application due date. As a studentitis a
good idea to check back with your reference teacher’s to make sure they have completed the online form.

What camp can | apply to?
The camp you can apply to depends on the county in which you live or go to school. The following is the list
of counties in the Northeastern region.

Northeastern WI AHEC - Lakeshore Area Camp- Sheboygan
Counties eligible: Brown, Calumet Door, Fond Du Lac, Kewaunee, Manitowoc, Outagamie, Ozaukee,
Sheboygan, Washington and Winnebago.

Northeastern WI AHEC - Fox Valley Area Camp- Oshkosh
Counties eligible: Brown, Calumet Door, Fond Du Lac, Green Lake, Kewaunee, Manitowoc,
Outagamie, Ozaukee, Sheboygan, Washington, Waupaca, Waushara and Winnebago.

Can | apply to more than one camp in my Region?
You may apply to more than one camp to increase your admittance chances, however; you will only be able to
attend one camp.

When will I know if | have been accepted to Camp?
Students will be notified a minimum of three weeks after the application deadline date. You may contact the
camp director if you have not been notified after the three week time period.
